
Beautiful 4” blossoms adorn this native perennial adapted to 
poor soils and drought. Over lance shaped leaves, silvery 
green in color, appear pink to white, scented blooms attracting 
Sphinx moths and native bees by the dozens. Growing 8”tall by 
up to 3’across, the blossoms appear from spring to mid-
summer to grace your dry garden when they open in the 
evening. Ideal for rock gardens, this little gem gives a lot of 
floral punch for the plant size. As it is a desert species, all it 
requires is well drained soil, or little watered clay, and not 
too much over-zealous attention. Deep rooted and tough.
